1. Results of a Pull Test on EPDM Roof — performed March 9, 2026 — SEE PICTURES ON PAGE 2

A field adhesion pull test was conducted to evaluate the bond strength between the existing EPDM roofing
membrane and the proposed TPO membrane system. The test was performed using a 2-foot by 2-foot test
plate.

The test measured an adhesion strength of approximately 2,900 pounds (for 4 square feet) between the
existing EPDM membrane and the proposed TPO membrane layer. The adhesive used during testing was
a two-component flexible adhesive designed for bonding the existing EPDM substrate to the new TPO
membrane system.

Testing was conducted using an Ashcroft pressure sensor with Com-Ten Industries racking equipment.
The results indicate that the bond between the existing EPDM membrane and the proposed TPO
membrane system achieved satisfactory adhesion during testing.

Contractors shall review this information and incorporate it into their evaluation of the existing roof
conditions when preparing their bids. Contractors remain responsible for verifying field conditions prior to
installation.

2. When assembling the bid bond, since there are two possible scopes of work - either an overlay or a
remove and replace - should there be a bid bond for each bid, or just one for the scope of work that is
higher?

The bid bond (5%) shall be based on the total bid amount for the scope of work with the higher value (bid

bond shall be 5% of the higher value). Only one bid bond is required. Contractors are not required to
submit separate bid bonds for each potential scope of work.
