A RESOLUTION CHANGING THE LOCAL VENDOR PREFERENCE POLICY FOR
PROCUREMENT OF GOODS AND SERVICES USED BY THE CITY OF CORTEZ

WHEREAS, the City of Cortez supports the procurement of goods and services locally;

WHEREAS, the City of Cortez current Local Vendor Preference policy was originally adopted in

2009.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CORTEZ, THAT:

Section 1. The City Council adopts the “Local Vendor Preference” for the procurement of goods and
services as;
A, Businesses located within the City Limits shall receive a 2.5% Vendor Preference over
non-local vendors.
B. Businesses located within Montezuma County shall receive a 2.0% Vendor Preference
over non-local vendors.
C. The total amount of preference is not to exceed $25,000.
D. In City and County preference cannot be combined.
Section 2. For the purpose of this resolution, a “Local Vendor” is determined by;
A An established business located within the City of Cortez City limits shall be eligible for
the 2.5% preference.
B. An established business located within the boundaries of Montezuma
County shall be eligible for the 2.0% preference.
C. A business outside the City Limits or County boundaries with a sales representative who
works out of his home within the City or County limits does not qualify for preference.
Section 3. Goods and services procured with the aid of grant funding andfor Federal or State of

Colorado funds:

A. The City local vendor preference shall defer to the procurement rules of the
grant ar funding entity.
Section 4. This resolution will be in effect from and after its passage and approval.
