CORTEZ CITY COUNCIL
RESOLUTION 31, SERIES 2022

A Resolution supporting the Application for a Grant between the City of Cortez
and the State of Colorado, acting by and through the State Historical Society,
also known as the Colorado Historical Society (hereinafter called “CHS”).

WHEREAS, the City of Cortez received designation as a CLG (Certified Local Government)
from the National Park Service on July 28, 2010; and

WHEREAS, CLG’s are eligible to apply for grants from the Colorado Historical Society for the
purpose of conducting surveys of historic properties within their boundaries; and

WHEREAS, no matching funds are required to apply for Colorado CLG grants; and

WHEREAS, per section 6.19 of the Land Use code, the Historic Preservation Board is
authorized to actively pursue financial assistance for preservation-related programs.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
CORTEZ, COLORADO, THAT:

SECTION 1: The Cortez City Council authorizes the application for a grant with
the Colorado Historical society to inventory 19 high priority commercial and
residential properties within the City of Cortez.

SECTION 2: The Council of the City of Cortez hereby authorizes the Mayor to sign the
Grant agreement and other necessary documents with the Colorado
Historical Society upon award of the Grant.

SECTION 3: This resolution to be in full force and effect from and after its passage and
approval.
