TIPS 



The Dewey Decimal system 
is a classification system used 
by libraries to arrange books 
via subject. Each book is issued 
a shelfmark number, usually 
found on the spine of the book, 
and arranged in numerical 
order.

The first three digits refer to 
broad subject area, and are 
shelved in numerical order e.g. 
945 is shelved before 946.

After the three digits there is 
a decimal point and numbers 
after the decimal point show 
the sub-section of the subject 
area. Again they are shelved in 
numerical order e.g. 945.805 is 
shelved before 945.81.

After the numbers there are 
three letters which refer to the 
author or editor of the book 
and are in alphabetical order 
e.g.  945.805 TAB is shelved 
before 945.805 TRB.TH

	� No library material can be taken out of the 
library without  permission. Unauthorized 
removal of anything belonging to the library 
will be treated as theft and dealt with accord-
ingly.

	� Any  one  who  violates  the  rules  and  regu-
lations  of  the  library  would  be  

     liable  to  lose  the  privilege  of  library 
     membership and may be debarred from    	
      using the library facilities.

	� Suggestions on all aspects,of library services 
are welcome.
