A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING THE POSTING OF NOTICES OF PUBLIC MEETINGS IN THE
CITY OF CORTEZ AND LEGAL PUBLICATION

WHEREAS, during the 1991 Legislative session, the Colorado State Legislature passed
legislation under Senate Bill 33 providing for requirements of municipal governments, as well
as other local public bodies, concerning public meeting; and

WHEREAS, C.R.S. 24-6-402, as amended by Senate Bill 33, provides that timely
notice of any public meeting be posted in a designated public place within the boundaries of
the local public body no less than twenty-four (24) hours prior to the holding of such meeting;
and

WHEREAS, the City of Cortez Council meets the second and fourth Tuesday of each
month as needed for a workshop; and

WHEREAS, the City of Cortez Council meets the second and fourth Tuesday of each
month unless a regular board meeting is cancelled;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
CORTEZ:

THAT, the notice of public meetings requiring a minimum of twenty-four (24) hours
prior notice by posting at a designated public place pursuant to Senate Bill 33 (C.R.S. 24-6-
402) shall be posted on the east and west entrance doors of City Hall, 123 Roger Smith Ave.,
Cortez, Colorado. In addition to these two locations, all meeting notices are posted on the City
of Cortez's website (Www.cortezco.gov).

AND THAT, The Council of the City of Cortez designates the Cortez Journal as the
official newspaper of the City for specific publication requirements.
